HOW IT WORKS

Bus agencies in metropolitan Washington provide over 164 million trips annually, and most people live 
within 1/4 mile of a bus route. But increased traffic means trips are getting slower and less reliable. 
Enhancements such as dedicated lanes and transit signals that prioritize bus travel can improve mobility.  

Bus rapid transit, or BRT, is an enhanced, high-frequency service that makes use of 
transitways and brings together other enhancements that can move more people faster 
and more reliably than traditional bus services.
